No other device must be added to the chimney connected to the fireplace.
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Choose the best location for your fireplace based on the position of the doors and windows. Provide
the positioning of the outside air inlex well as the chimney. Remember to leave sufficient space for the heartr
extension and mantel. If possible, install the fireplace where it will not be necessary to cut any floor or ceilir
joists.

For optimal performance, install the chimney indoors ogible. In areas where temperatures are
consistently below freezing (32°F/0°C), installing the chimney outdoors promotes functional problems such
insufficient draw, excessive creosoting, and difficult fire ignition. In addition, outdoor chimneyshgeet<o
decreases in pressure and smoke flow reversal. Fireplaces with outdoor chimneys installed on lower flo
(basements) are particularly prone to smoke flow reversal.

Before beginning installation, remove the fireplace trim to protect it from damage. The fastening screws &
located behind the upper and lower louvers. Make sure no masonry products or acidstcaoatact
with the trim as these may discolor the finish which is not under warranty.

Remove all combustible floor coverings, e.g. carpeting, linoleum, etc., from the area where the fireplace
to be installed.

The fireplace can be installed ditlgcon the floor or on a platform made of combustible materials, such as
wood or plywood or any other hard, sturdy surface.

Install the outside air inlet in a place wheresiunlikely to become blocked by snow and is sheltered from
high winds. Make sure it is far from the gas meter or any other device that may emit fumes or gases, s
as automobile exhaust.

Once you have decided on the location of the outside air driéita 4%% (108 mm) hole in the wallnsert
the inlet grill in the hole from the outside and screw it to the wall with fo23 mm) screws.

From the inside, insert the insulated flexible duct and attach it to the inlet grill with aluminunajple cirt
o (19 mm) metal screws.

On the lower left side of the fireplace, remove the metal piece blocking the air intake. Cut the insulatir
wool, insert the adaptor included with the fireplace and screw it in place using"t@i®¥metal screws.
Using an adjustable collar or aluminum duct tape, attach the flexible duct to the adaptor.

Valcourt fireplaces are equipped with an automatic or manual switch located behind the lower louver
your right. When switch is place on auto, the blower wilivateé when fireplace reaches minimum starting
temperature 43°C (110°F). When placed on manual, you control the function of the blower with the spe
control. Have the wiring installed by a qualified electrician (Figure #5).

Electrical Installation Instruct ions:

14.1 Remove the cover of the connection box located on the right behind the lower louver.
14.2 Insert a 116volt wire into the box through the appropriate hole.

14.3 Connect the wiring in the box.

14.4 Test the wiring.

14.5 Close the connectiooox.

If possible, install an interior chimney as it will provide better performance. In areas with continuou
temperatures belowl8 C (0 F), the use of an exterior chimney increases the likelihood of operating
problems such as low draft, high rate of creosoting, and pootugtatiaracteristics. Exterior chimneys are
also prone to dowdrafting and flow reveed. Installations, which are located on lower floors in the house,
such as in a basement, in combination with outside chimney, are especially prone to flow reversal.

A chimneyventing a fireplace shall not vent any other appliance

All chimney installations must include at least one supetiucing the amount of chimney weight on the
fireplace will help avoid the noise created when the fireplace expands. This can be achieved by having
chimney supported by the supports. The maximum chimney length that should be supported by the firepl
is 9 ft. (2.75 m) for 2" Solid Pack Chimney andfL43.7 m) for 1" Solid Pack Chimney.

The chimney must extend at least 3 ft. (92 cm) above its point of contact with the roof and at least 2 ft. (
cm) higher than any wall, roof or building within 10 ft. (3.1 m) of it. E&gure7a and 7o detemine the
configuration that applies to your roof (flat or sloped roof and the distance between the chimney and t
highest point of the roof and/or the nearest chimney)

Deviations should be avoided whenever possible, especially the most pronoundediet#ation adds
some restriction to the chimney system and may lead to draft problems

If the chimney extends higher than 5 ft. (1.5 m) above its point of contact with the roof, it must be secured
using a roof brace

A rain cap must be installed ¢op of the chimney. Failure to install a rain cap may cause corrosion
problems

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTION FOR MASONRY APPLICATION

The following requirements must be respected:

1.

The chimney must be absolutely clear of any soot residue or creosote. Check for cracks, loose or miss
bricks that could inhibit correct installation of the liner.

The clearancéo combustible must be a minimum df Hetween the outside of the masonry and any wood
framing or loose insulation.

The chimney must be built in accordance with the current building code.
No other appliance can be connected to the same chimney.

The clearances to combustible for the BISPMA and BISUPMA3O0 connectors anetl2e side and bottom
and 16 at the top.

The connector parts are not necessary if the connection between the insulated length and the stainless
liner is done within thenasonry chimney.

Installation

The chimney must be relined with a stainless steel liner model Tubinox or Projet SS or any other list

liner or flexible liner to ULES635, ULGS640 or UL777 of the same diameter as the outlet of the fireplace.

For connecion at 45 angle, a special connector (BISPMA for the 7 in. chimney) must be used to

connect the liner to the insulated chimney. For connection at 30, uséet BISPMA30 connectors.

Follow these steps:

Position the fireplace in its locatiomemporarily install the ASHT+ elbow on the top of the fireplace and,
using a level, mark with an oval the location where the flue liner will enter the masonry chimney.

In the middle of the oval, drill a hole in the masonry chimney at 45 or 30

Increase the size of the hole until a 45 or 30 Tubinox liner elbow can be easily slipped through.
Slide the liner down from the top of the masonry chimney until you reach the hole level.

Slip through the hole a 45 or 30 liner elbow and connect it toribe li

Add a small liner section to the liner elbow which will allow the liner to extend at leagtrEasured at
the top of the liner) from the masonry chimney.

Seal the opening around the liner with high temperature refractory cement.

Make sure you have
enough opening to be able to install the ASHT+ elbow without difficulty.

8.5 Pull the cover down over the length and install the insulation pad over the liner; be careful to cover tl
liner completely.

Installation with an 7 in. EXCEL chimney (Figure # 8)

Installing your fireplace with a masonry chimney still requires using EXCEL chimney from the top of
the fireplace to the wall where it will connect to a listed liner that will run up inside the masonry chimney.

The stainless steel liner should be fitted inside the clay liner all the way to the top of the mason
chimney. It is not meant to replace the clay liner. You can use either the EXCEL liner or any other listed liner
flexible liner to ULGS635, ULGS640 @ UL777.

Special care is to be taken to make sure that you have a good solid connection between the EXC
chimney and the liner. A masonry adaptor {FDM7) was designed specially for that purpose and is available
from your RSF dealer. It will attach tbd liner with 3 stainless rivets (provided) and to the EXCEL chimney
with 3 screws (provided).

After mortaring in place, the connection between the EXCEL chimney and the liner should not b
visible in order to isolate the heat released through the loer the fireplace enclosure.

You must install at least one "L&ngth of EXCEL chimney after the EXCEL chimney elbow. The
uppermost part of the excel chimnayhere it enters the masonry chimrieynust be a minimum of 2Zrom
the ceiling.

NOTE: If the celing is high enough, you can install one or more EXCEL chimney lengths directly on the
fireplace before the elbow.

To make the hole through the masonry chimney and make the connection to the fireplace, we
recommend that you follow these steps:

1. Sightin and mark the outline of where the EXCEL chimney will penetrate the masonry chimney.

2. Using a large¥s'-2") masonry drill bit, drill a hole exactly in the center of the oval outline. With a masonry
hammer and drill, slowly enlarge the hole to the semired. Remember to work from the center out. Be
especially careful with the clay liner behind the brick because three sides of it must stay in place.

3. Bring the stainless steel liner down from the top of the chimney. If you are using a rigid lingillyoeed
enough room to secure an elbow to it with at least two screws. If it difficult to install rigid stainless stee
liner in the existing masonry chimney or for a masonry chimney with less thax 1@ inside, a listed
stainless steel flexible linean be used along with a flexible/ rigid adaptor (LKF) available from your
ICC dealer.

Install the liner elbow and masonry adaptor on the lower end of the liner.
Move the fireplace forward enough to install the EXCEL chimney on the firepldz®yelnd length) then
move the fireplace back into position as you connect the masonry adaptor to the EXCEL chimney.
